DOS, MS-Windows, or Macintosh). Files in the style of MS-DOS text are also acceptable.

Contribution fee: The publication of the newsletter is supported by unprofitable voluntary works.
No reward for the contribution will be paid.

Reprints: After publication, the secretary will send several free copies of the issue instead of reprints
to the corresponding author. Photo copies by the very author(s) for more reprints are permitted.

Regulations for contribution

Size and volume: Please make a camera-ready copy including both text and figures in the area 23-
24cm long and 16-17cm wide on white papers. The number of pages should not be more than 4
pages. If you wish to write a longer report or review, please inquire of the editorial secretary
about the possibility of serialization.

Line space and font: The text should be typed or printed clearly in single(1)- or single half(1.5)-
line space. Font of 12 points or larger size is recommended because the camera-ready copy will
be reduced to 86% when printed.

Figures and tables: Please paste all the figures and tables except photos in the camera-ready copy
with captions. Number the figures and tables as Fig.l, Fig.2,.. and Table 1., Table 2, ...
respectively. Only clear black and white figures and photos are available.

Please be careful not to infringe a copyright with illegal citation and copy from other publications.

Constituents: Please type the title, author(s) and address at the top and add the literature list
(references) at the end of the paper. Alphabetical sequence by the names of first authors is
recommended for the list.

Language: Japanese or English only.
